Application & Tuition
Applications are processed on a first-come, first-served basis.  
Applications and a non-refundable deposit of $100 is required 
for each student and must be received by July 23, 2010, to re-
serve a space. Your deposit will be credited toward your tuition 
payment. Tuition must be received in full by August 20, or your 
child’s place in the program could be forfeited. Please make your 
check payable to Commonwealth Academy; credit cards are not 
accepted. A fee of $35.00 will be charged for any check that is 
not honored by your bank. 

Materials are included in the tuition. Enrollment in the Back-
2School How2s Summer Camp extends permission for the use 
of summer photographs for future publications and our web 
sites.

If all spaces within a class are filled at the time an application 
and deposit are received, the applicant’s name will be placed on 
a wait list. When a family is offered a space and accepts it, the 
deposit fee is processed at that time. If an applicant withdraws 
from the wait list or a space does not become available, unpro-
cessed deposit checks will be destroyed.

Refunds & Cancellations
